THE COURSE & THE PLACEMENT TEST 
 
Glendon College is the bilingual campus of 
York University.  The program is designed to 
help you better understand and acquire more 
confidence in interacting in French/English by 
developing your conversational skills. The 
curriculum is based on the communicative 
approach.  The language has been divided 
into different levels: Beginner, Elementary, 
Intermediate and Advanced.  You will take a 
placement test on the first day to determine 
your level: it consists of an audio-written test 
combined. 
 
 
SEMINARS & WORKSHOPS 
 
On the first week of the program, you will sign 
up for a seminar that is given by a teacher and 
a workshop that is given by a monitor.  
 
The seminars and workshops are mandatory 
and are an integral part of the program (e.g.

Bus 124 “Sunnybrook Hospital” drops you off at 
the door of Glendon.  Subway/bus fare:  $3. 
Don’t forget to ask for a transfer ticket so that 
you can interchange bus/subway rides.   
 
Caution!  For those taking the subway, note 
that there are 3 different Lawrence subway 
stations: Lawrence, Lawrence West and 
Lawrence East.  In order to get to Glendon, 
you will need to get to Lawrence Station. 
 
 
Caution!  For those taking a taxi, make sure 
that the driver understands when you say 
Glendon.  They may misunderstand you and 
drive you to London, Ontario.  Show them the 
address.
