Inquiries and Communications

B. Singer queried about possibility of Committee
and Faculty Council meetings for the month of
May in case the labour dispute continues. In
response, the Chair noted that it would be helpful
to know the reason to call for additional
meetings. Also as stipulated in the Rules and
Regulations of Council, a Special meeting can be
scheduled as necessary.

Further to remarks from Michael Palamarek,
Carla Lipsig-Mummé (members of CUPE 3903),
and from other members of Council, the
following motion was moved by E. Mahant and
seconded by P. Bourdin.

Be it resolved that there will be no reprisals
against CUPE 3903 members, other faculty,
or students in light of the challenging
circumstances they face in regard to academic
integrity and fairness to students in the
context of the current labour dispute.

Following debate, the motion was approved.

Principal’s Remarks

The Principal informed Council that only 9
courses here at Glendon are affected by the
CUPE 3903 Unit I labour dispute: CDNS1920,
FSL1000 (4 sections), HIST2930, MATH1670,
SOCI 3692 and PSYC3600 and actually one of
them is already being taught.

The Principal then referred to the Institutional
Remediation Guidelines and outlined the three
governing principles of the policy, namely
Fairness to Students, Academic Integrity, and
Timely Information.

Communications et qguestions diverses

B. Singer questionne la possibilité de
réunions pour les comités et le Conseil
pendant le mois de mai au cas ou le conflit
de travail se poursuivrait.

Suite aux remarques de Michael Palamarek,
Carla Lipsig-Mummé (membres de « CUPE
3903 »), et d’autres membres du Conseil, la
motion suivante est proposée par E. Mahant
et appuyée par P. Bourdin.

Qu’il soit résolu qu’il n’y aura pas de
représailles a I’encontre des membres de
CUPE 3903, d’autres membres du corps
enseignant ou d’étudiants en raison de la
situation difficile a laquelle ils font face en
égard a I’intégrité académique et a
I’équité envers les étudiants dans le
contexte du conflit de travail actuel.

Suite au débat, la motion est approuvée.

Remarques du principal

Le principal informe le Conseil que
seulement 9 cours ici & Glendon sont affectés
par le conflit de travail par les membres de

« CUPE 3903 » : CDNS1920, FSL1000 (4
sections), HIST2930, MATH1670, SOCI
3692 et PSYC3600 et en fait I’un d’entre eux
est déja enseigné.

Le Principal se réfere aux « Institutional
Remediation Guidelines » et souligne les
trois principes directeurs de la politique, a
savoir I’équité aux étudiants, I’intégrité
académique et I’information sans délai.

Il rappelle aussi aux étudiants leurs options :
ils peuvent choisir de ne pas suivre le cours du
tout, de le suivre pleinement, ils peuvent
contacter leurs professeurs afin de choisir un
autre format. On ne peut demander aux
étudiants de franchir les piquets de greve ou
de soumettre leurs travaux ou de passer tests
et examens pendant la greve, et on doit leur
offrir les mémes possibilités de rattrapage
apres la gréve.

He also reminded students of their options: they
can choose not to engage in the course at all, can
choose to fully engage, they may approach
instructors to participate in an alternative format.
Students cannot be required to cross picket lines
or submit assignments, take tests or exams
during the strike, and must be provided the same
remediation opportunities post-strike.

A. Dawson presented the following
submissions and they were approved:

= Drama Studies - Changes to presentation
of Major/Minor requirements and
specification of the number of
major/minor credits required at the 3000
and 4000 levels.

= Certificate in Technical and Professional
Communication — Change to admission
requirements

For information, A. Dawson noted that
further to a request for feedback from
Senate ASCP pertaining to the
Establishment of Withdrawn from
Course late drop option, CASTL has
provided the Committee with its response,
indicating that the proposed W option may
have some administrative advantages,
specifically in terms of potentially reducing
the number of petitions received for late
course withdrawals. CASTL also
expressed some of its concerns from an
academic standards perspective.

A. Dawson also read the following
statement pertaining to resumption of
classes:

The Committee on Academic Standards,
Teaching and Learning (CASTL) would like
to express concern about the impact of the
decision to resume courses during a labour

A titre d’information, A. Dawson note que
suite & une demande du comité « ASCP »
du sénat relatif a I’« Establishment of
Withdrawn from Course late drop
option » le CNAP a répondu au comité
indiquant que I’option W proposée
pourrait avoir certains avantages
administratifs, notamment en termes de
la réduction du nombre de pétitions
recues pour les retraits de cours tardifs.
Le CNAP a aussi exprimé ses
inquiétudes du point de vue des normes
academiques.

A. Dawson communique aussi la
déclaration suivante relative a la reprise
des cours :

Le Comité des Normes académiques et
pédagogiques (CNAP) est préoccupé par
les conséquences de la décision de
reprendre les cours en période de conflit
de travail. Cette décision a créeé trois

disruption. This decision has created three
different groups of students: those who
continue to attend class; those who refuse to
cross the picket lines but will continue their
coursework following the (revised) in-class
schedule; and those who choose to postpone
the resumption of all coursework until the
strike is over. CASTL strongly supports the
accommodation of all three of these student
groups, but calls into question the ability of
professors to maintain the academic integrity
of their courses in this context. CASTL
acknowledges that course directors are in the
best position to determine whether they can
maintain the academic integrity of their
courses in this environment; however,
CASTL’s primary concern is for those
courses whose directors do not believe that it
Is possible to maintain academic integrity
under these circumstances.

Curriculum Committee

M. Jurdjevic presented the Curriculum
submissions from Centre for Studies in
French, Economics, French Studies and
History and they were all approved.

Policy, Planning and Nominating
Committee

G. Young introduced his remarks by
reiterating the Committee’s role in the
Response to the York University Quality
and Sustainability Review Process. He
noted that PPNC worked in close
collaboration with the Faculty
Administration and initiated a college-wide
consultation process to generate the
document which has been submitted to the
Office of the Provost in due time.

The Certificate in Law and Social Thought is
offered by the Philosophy Department.

This program places the study of law in the
context of a liberal arts education; that is, the law
will be studied within both a humanities and a
social science context. Some course offerings
emphasize the moral and philosophical dimensions
that inform legal life and link the study of law with
social and political thought. Others focus on legal
institutions: how they yield regulation and socially
sanctioned force, how they interact with society.

University, and GL/PHIL 2923 3.00 and GL/PHIL
2925 3.00 at Glendon. A minimum overall grade
point average of 4.00 (C) is required for all the
above courses.

Rationale:

Fifteen years ago, the Glendon Philosophy Department introduced a Certificate in Law and Social
Thought. The aim was to provide students with a solid introduction to some of the most influential
theories about the social, moral, and philosophical foundations of the law. As we put it at the time, we
wanted to “place the law in the context of a liberal arts education.”

The Certificate has been wonderfully successful. It has attracted a large number of students over the
years, many of whom, but for the Certificate’s existence, would never have been exposed to philosophy
courses.

It seems fair to say that students who complete the Certificate typically fall into one of two groups.
Some are strongly committed to pursuing a career in law, and come seeking a structured preparation for
their future studies. Others come for more general reasons—because they seek tools that will allow
them better to understand the most fundamental legal and political issues that confront our society.
They are often open to pursuing a career in law, but it is only one of the possibilities they are
considering.

We believe that the Certificate as it currently stands serves the needs of the second group particularly
well, but that more could be done to serve the needs of the first.

The structure of the current Certificate relies largely on courses at the introductory level. The two
required courses (“Philosophy of Law” and “Introduction to Law and Social Thought”) are both second-
year courses. And although the bank of potential elective courses comprises a generous selection of
courses at the 3000 and 4000 level, it is possible for students to complete the certificate while taking
almost exclusively 2000-level courses.

The aim of the present proposal is to provide a yet more rigorous preparation for the study of the law
that many of our students—and it, should be said, many of our very best students—seek. We reinforce
the Certificate in Law and Social Thought by requiring one of two new upper-level half courses:
GL/PHIL 3633 3.00 Responsibility, Crime and Punishment or GL/PHIL 3654 3.00 The Moral Limits of
the Criminal Law.

Moreover, the list of approved courses has been updated based on the latest information available as of
March 2015. The update consisted, first, in eliminating courses that were no longer being offered. We
then searched through each department’s curriculum for the past four years to see if there were any
relevant courses that had been overlooked.

The focus is on the main contemporary theories of the foundations of the criminal law, and on how they can help us
understand the role that the criminal law plays in a free society. The aim is to provide a general introduction to philosophical
thinking about the criminal law, and to allow students to develop a solid understanding of the range of justifications that are
offered for various types of criminal laws. Students will also be encouraged to reflect critically on the limits of the state’s
legitimate power to criminalize, with a particular focus on laws that aim to prevent individuals from harming themselves (drug
laws, for instance) or to prevent them from engaging in behavior that is deemed immoral. Important decisions of the Supreme
Court of Canada touching on contentious issues in the criminal law will be studied.

Evaluation is based on at least one in-class examination in which students are asked to write brief critical essays on some of the
main topics of the class, and on at least one written assignment (8-10 pages) in which students are asked to engage at a deeper
level with a central problem concerning the limits of the criminal law.
