
     Good bye 2007- Hello 2008 at Glendon Gallery

2007 marked the 30th anniversary of Glendon Gallery’s existence, offering visitors an increasing number of expositions. We opened the new season last September 18th with Karine Giboulo’s Interiors. This colourful, original, refreshing, humoristic exposition generated overwhelming interest and positive response from both the students and the general public.

October 23rd, Boja Vasic’s thought-provoking exhibition opened, which had us discovering his Parallel Worlds and architecture of survival. This photographic installation expressed the harsh reality of those marginalized by society which is found more and more in all four corners of the world. 

On November 27th, the gallery welcomed Footprints of Expo ’67, a group showing of internationally renowned artists, Ann Roberts, David Sorensen and Tony Urquhart, an exhibit by guest curator Kirsten Greer. (which runs until Dec.19th) 

Extremely well received by the public and the press, these three expositions, have drawn to date more that 900 visitors over the course of three openings, three guided visits and 12 weeks of exposition.  The T.V. and radio stations from Radio-Canada and newspapers such as L’Express and le Métropolitain have graciously covered this thirtieth year of expositions.  Numerous interviews have been given by the curators and artists alike. Not to mention, the article consecrated in Vie des Arts magazine called, “30 years for Glendon Gallery at Glendon College University”. 

2008 is on its way…. 

Right after the holidays, starting January 15th 2008, Montreal artist Josée Pellerin will present an exposition which combines literature and visual arts; Luckily, I had the world around me.  (which runs until February 8, 2008).

March 18th, we continue with the video installation work of Pierre Tremblay called Continuum (which will run until April 12th). We will also be encouraging debate about contemporary art with invited guest Bernard Lévy, chief editor for Vie des Arts magazine, who will be presenting Abécédaire for International Francophone Day on March 20th. 

And as tradition has it, the Fine Arts students from Glendon College will be showing their work from February 26 to March 7, while Lauren Nurse, Masters of Fine Arts student from York University will have their showing and the privilege of closing the 2007-2008 season from mid to end of April with an exhibition called Disappear Here.
As 2007 winds down, we would like to thank all the partners and associates as well as those who made contributions, from near and far, making Glendon Gallery not only a unique space on campus, but one that extends into the community.
